2. Please provide a short narrative of your corporate past experience within the past 3 years for the services described in the attached spreadsheet. Include your business size under NAICS Code 541611, your role (prime contractor or subcontractor), percentage of work for the services performed, program experience (housing privatization, EUL, Post Closing Management), and dollar value of your company’s contribution to the project.  Include the name of agency or company related to your experience, including HUD, GSA, DOD agency (Army, Air Force, Navy, Marines), other federal agency, and/or private sector/name of organization. Complete the blocks on the attached spreadsheet related to your experience and submit with your short narrative.  Each narrative shall be linked to the project/experience identified on the Corporate Response spreadsheet.  Each project/experience identified shall be for the company named in the Corporate Response spreadsheet.
For example, the attached spreadsheet shows the following:

Project #1: Company A is a large business (LB) performing 90 percent of housing privatization post closing management services valued at $5,000,000 as a prime contractor for the private sector.  The narrative should identify the private sector name.
Project #2: Company A is a LB performing 25 percent of document management services valued at $450,000 for an EUL project as a subcontractor under a GSA.

Project #3: Company A is a LB performing 85 percent of housing privatization services valued at $3,000,000 as a prime contractor for DoD.  The narrative should identify the DoD agency if it was Army, Air Force, Navy, or Marines.
3. Will your firm consider submitting a proposal as a prime contractor? As a subcontractor? As a teaming partner or joint venture?
