any additional requirements to comply with local security proceedures as required per each task order to
obtain a vehicle pass.

(c) During performance of the contract, the contractor shall be responsible for obtaining required
identification for newly assigned personnel and for prompt return of credentials and vehicle passes for
any employee who no longer requires access to the work site.

(d) When work under this contract requires unescorted entry to controlled or restricted areas, the
contractor shall comply with AFI 31-101, Volume 1, the Air Force Installation Security Program, and AFI
31 -501, Personnel Security Program Management, as applicable.

(e) Upon completion or termination of the contract or expiration of the identification passes, the
prime contractor shall ensure that all base identification passes issued to employees and subcontractor
employees are returned to the issuing office.

(f) Failure to comply with these requirements may result in withholding of final payment.

C. AIR FORCE MATERIEL COMMAND FEDERAL ACQUISITION REGULATION SUPPLEMENT CONTRACT
CLAUSES IN FULL TEXT

53s2.209-9002 ORGANTZATTONAL CONFLTCT OF TNTEREST (AFMC) (AUG 2002) (TATLORED)

(a) The following restrictions and definitions apply to prevent conflicting roles which may bias the
Contractot's judgment or objectivity, or to preclude the Contractor from obtaining an unfair competitive
advantage in concurrent or future acquisit ions.

(1) Descriptions or deflnit ions;

"Contractor" means the business entity receiving the award of this contract, its parents, affiliates,
divisions and subsidiaries.

"Development" means all efforts towards solution of broadly-defined problems. This may encompass
research, evaluating technical feasibility, proof of design and test, or engineering of programs not yet
approved for acquisition or operation.

"Proprietary Information" means all information designated as proprietary in accordance with law and
regulation, and held in confidence or disclosed under restriction to prevent uncontrolled distribution.
Examples include limited or restricted data, trade secrets, sensitive financial information, and computer
software; and may appear in cost and pricing data or involve classified information.

'System" means the system that is the subject of this contract. "ln this instance, the subject of this
contract is Advisory & Assistance Services also known as Global Engineering, Integration & Technical
Assistance (GEITAOS) for AFCEE and its customers ."

"System Life" means all phases of the system's development, production, or support of AFCEE's mission
for the duration of the contract.

"Systems Engineering" means performing required services e.g. information management, project
management, quality assurance/quality control, and strategic planning for AFCEE and its customers.

"Technical Direction" means program management support; preparation of MAJCOM and base
program/budget submittals (scope and cost estimates), cost estimates and Statements of Work;
evaluation of proposals; oversight of projects and contractor performance; review of deliverables;
independent advise and recommendations, etc for AFCEE and its customers.

(2) Restrictions; The Contractor shall perform systems engineering and/or technical
direction, but will not have overall contractual responsibility for the AFCEE and its customers program
execution. The parties recognize that the Contractor shall occupy a highly influential and responsible
position in providing system requirements. The Contractor's judgment and recommendations must be
objective, impartial, and independent. To avoid the prospect of the Contractor's judgment or
recoinmendations being influenced by its own products or capabilities, it is agreed that the Contractor
(prime, team member & first tier sub-contractor) is precluded for life of the contract plus 1 year from
contractual involvement in other AFCEE contracts (except cunent GEITA). Any existing ties between the
contractor and other AFCEE Contracts must be severed upon contract award (existing orders under other
AFCEE contracts may be completed but no future work is permitted). Contractor must obtain GE|TAOS
contracting officer written approval prior to accepting work under any other contracts with potential OCl,

(i) Alternate | (AFMC) (AUG 2002). The Contractor shall either prepare or assist
in preparing a work statement for use in competitively acquiring the AFCEE or its customer's services, or
provide material leading directly, predictably, and without delay to such a work statement.

(i i)Alternate l l (AFMC) (AUG 2002). The Contractor (prime, team member & first
tier subcontractor) shall participate in the technical evaluation of other Contractors' proposals or products.
To ensure objectivity, the prime Contractor is precluded from award of any contract or subcontract for the
AFCEE's non-GElTA05 contracls. This restriction shall be effective for the oeriod of the contract
performance plus one year.

(i i i)Alternate l l l  (AFMC) (AUG 2002). The Contractor may gain access to
proprietary information of other companies during contract performance. The Contractor agrees to enter
into company-to-company agreements to (1) protect another company's information from unauthorized
use or disclosure for as long as it is considered proprietary by the other company and (2) to refrain from
using the information for any purpose other than that for which it was furnished. The Contractor shall
furnish copies of these agreements to the Contracting Officer. These agreements are not intended to
protect information which is available to the Government or to the Contractor from other sources and
furnished voluntarily without restriction.

(iv) Alternate lV (AFMC) (AUG 2002). The Contractor agrees to accept and to
complete all issued task orders, and not to contract with Government prime Contractors or first-tier
subcontractors in such a way as lo create an organizational conflict of interest.

(v) Alternate V (AFMC) (AUG 2002). The Contractor agrees to accept and to
complete issued delivery orders, provided that no new organizational conflicts of interest are created by
the acceptance of that order. lf known, the Contracting Officer shall identify the organizational conflict of
interest in each order. The Contractor shall notify the Contracting Officer of any potential conflict of
interest for each task order. The Contractor shall not contract with Government orime Contractors or firsf
tier subcontractors in such a way as to create an organizational conflict of interest.

(vi) Alternate Vl (AFMC) (AUG 2002). The above restrictions shall be included in
all subcontracts, teaming arrangements, and other agreements calling for performance of work which is
subject to the organizational conflict of interest restrictions identified in this clause, unless excused in
writing in advance by the Contracting Officer.
