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What is “Green” Procurement?
Green Procurement is the purchase of environmentally preferable products and services.  These products are preferred because they conserve resources, create less pollution and waste, or eliminate health and safety risks.   
The Green Procurement Program (GPP) includes these mandatory components:
· Recycled content products, also known as Comprehensive Procurement Guideline (CPG) Items

· Energy Star( and energy-efficient products; energy efficient standby power devices

· Alternative fuel vehicles/alternative fuels1
· Biobased products3
· Non-ozone depleting substances1
· EPA Priority Chemicals1
As well as a voluntary component…

· Environmentally preferable products (EPP)1
A Green Procurement Plan is an installation’s plan for buying these items.  The DoD and USAF goal is to achieve 100% compliance with all mandatory Federal GPP programs in all acquisition transitions – commodities, contracts, and services that require designated items.

( SAF/AQC Contracting Resources
www.safaq.hq.af.mil/contracting/affars/5323/library-5323.html 
Why Buy “Green”?

The Federal government spends more than $250 billion on goods and services each year.  GPP purchases demonstrate good stewardship and improve your installation’s environmental and mission performance.
Buying green helps to:

· Conserve natural resources
· Close the “recycling loop”

· Reduce our dependence on imported oil

· Improve safety and health

· Reduce Federal energy use, greenhouse gas emissions, and waste to landfills
· Stimulate new markets and create jobs
· Reduce HAZMAT and HAZWASTE liabilities

· Provide potential cost savings $$$
It also is…

· The law and national policy, and increasingly easier and more cost effective to do.
Who Must Buy “Green”?

GPP requirements apply to all purchases of products and services by Air Force personnel and their contractors, no matter how they are purchased or what the dollar value of the purchase is.  This includes commodity purchases, construction contracts, service contracts, items bought from base supply stores, items used for in-house construction and services, and everything else that your installation purchases.

How Do Your Purchases Impact the Environment?

Do you purchase, contract, or initiate a request for goods or services that include…
· Paper or non-paper office products?

· Computers or other electronic equipment?

· Batteries, light bulbs or appliances?

· Signs, awards or plaques?
· Vehicles, gasoline, oil, or tires?
· Park benches or picnic tables?

· Printing or copying services?

· Janitorial supplies or services?

· Landscaping or grounds maintenance products or services?

· Construction products or services?
Your purchases could impact the environment by…

· Containing hazardous or toxic chemicals that are costly to manage and dispose
· Depleting natural resources, water, and energy supplies
· Contributing to air and water pollution

· Creating unnecessary waste 
Work to…
· Ensure awareness of GPP mandatory purchasing requirements at all levels
· Substitute environmentally preferable products whenever feasible and cost effective
· Use recycled paper and recycled content office products

· Buy Energy Star( and energy- and water- efficient products
· Find alternatives for products with excessive packaging or those that contain or produce hazardous or toxic chemicals
· Consider the entire life cycle of the product
Think “green” at the start of every acquisition process.
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Contracting personnel, Government Purchase Card holders, engineering, environmental management, and materiel control specialists are all instrumental to a successful GPP.
