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I.  DESCRIPTION OF TASK



1.1  Introduction.  The Agency for Toxic Substance and Disease Registry (ATSDR) will be performing public health assessments (PHAs) on National Priority List (NPL) installations and petitioned sites.  Armstrong Laboratory/Occupational and Environmental Health Directorate (AL/OE)is tasked with providing review of the public health assessment documents and support to the individual installation and MAJCOMs in preparation for future PHAs.



1.2  Scope.  This effort entails technical support to the installation prior to the ATSDR health assessment site visit.  This statement of work outlines the task to perform the following: identification of PHA data gaps, development of a sampling analysis plan in order to fill the PHA data gaps and a cost estimate to accomplish the data gap sampling analysis plan (DGSAP).



1.3  General Background.  Guidance and requirements shall be drawn from applicable government documents and regulations to include; Risk Assessment Guidance for Superfund Volume I and II, EPA Exposure Factors Handbook, EPA Guidance for Data Useability in Risk Assessment, and ATSDR Health Assessment Guidance Manual.



1.4  Task and Technical Requirements.  To ensure compliance for health risk assessment, minimizing data gaps, sample plan development, and estimating cost the following tasks are required:



1.4.1  Phase I, Site Support and Data Gap Sampling Analysis Plan.  Phase I is the period for review of the Environmental Restoration Program (ERP) focusing on health risk assessment and providing recommendations prior to the ATSDR site visit.  During phase I, the contractor shall provide on-site support to answer technical questions from the base concerning ATSDR public health assessment and the sampling requirements.  The contractor shall conduct an on-site visit for a maximum of three days duration to collect data and evaluate the current ERP program in order to adequately prepare for the PHA.



1.4.1.1.  The contractor shall evaluate the adequacy of existing environmental sampling data, to include RI/FS reports, and prepare a draft of recommendations to assist in the accuracy of a future PHA. The contractor shall review the documents for accuracy and completeness relating to exposure, pathways, receptors, toxicology, epidemiology, and public health impact. The contractor shall have a professional environmental engineer and/or toxicologist and/or public health specialist review and validate the report.



1.4.1.2.  The contractor shall submit maps, drawings or layouts of the areas of concern (AOC) and sites, monitoring wells and ground water plumes with site descriptions which would enhance the DGSAP.  The contractor shall provide individual technical reports for each installation with significant findings identified, such as, recommended additional data collection, data gaps, additional sampling media, required biota sampling, and recommendations for limiting excess to sites as necessary. (See para. 1.5.2)



1.4.1.3.   The contractor shall develop a DGSAP for data collection regarding type of sample, location, and analytical requirements necessary to fill PHA data gaps.  Any inconsistent or incomplete pathways or environmental exposure assessments shall be identified.



1.4.1.4.  The contractor shall identify areas requiring further study or data collection to provide a more accurate PHA.



1.4.2.  Phase II,  Cost Estimate.  Phase II is the cost estimate for completing the DGSAP developed in Phase I.  The contractor shall provide a cost estimate of the SAP to include sampling media, location, and any special analytical methodology specific to PHA guidance.  The estimate shall be used for budgeting future work not necessarily by the contractor and not performed under this effort.



1.5.  Reports and Recommendations.



1.5.1.  The contractor shall provide in the form of a letter, a record of all conferences, informal meetings, discussions, verbal directions, telephone conversations etc., in which the contractor participates on matters relative to public health or risk assessments.  These letters or memorandum-for-record shall be numbered sequentially.  The letters shall identify participating personnel, subject discussed, and summarized guidance and conclusions.  The contractor shall coordinate with the AL/OEMB POC prior to all site visits.



1.5.2.  Phase I Report.  The contractor shall compile a two part report for each installation.  The first part will provide the necessary background information of the installation relative to PHA and data gaps.  The data gaps to be addressed include potential and completed exposure pathways impacting on public health.   This shall include maps, AOC, sites, monitoring wells, plumes, other preliminary information, site description, list of significant findings and recommendations.  The second part shall provide the DGSAP with specific requirements identified for PHA in regards to location, type of sample at each location, media to be sampled, and any unique methodology necessary. The purpose of this report is to identify data gaps and recommend sampling in order to fill those data gaps.



1.5.3.  Phase II Report.  The contractor shall prepare a cost estimate for each installation to complete the DGSAP in Phase I.



1.6.  Miscellaneous Requirements.



1.6.1.  The contractor shall coordinate all site visits and reports with the AL/OEMB POC.



1.6.2.  A maximum of three contractor representatives shall attend each site visit.  The workday shall be 8-hours in duration.



II  SITE LOCATIONS:  A maximum of nine CONUS Air Combat Command installations will require phase I site visit with DGSAP and phase II cost estimate.

c.  Within two weeks of notification for a specific installation from AL/OEMB the contractor shall initiate work on that installation.  The contractor shall deliver two copies of the draft report to AL/OEMB Project Manager, within 35 workdays from completion of the site visit.  The final report shall be delivered within 45 workdays from completion of the site visit; two copies to AL/OEMB Project Manager, two to HQ ACC/SGB and one the base SGB.  This document shall not exceed 25 pages.
