1.0	GENERAL INFORMATION





NOTE:  Tasks outlined in this section of the Statement of Work (SOW) correlate to development of a Coastal Consistency Determination in accordance with 15 Code of Federal Regulations (CFR) Part 930.  The format for a Coastal Zone Consistency Determination may be provided within each state’s regulations which implement the Coastal Zone Management Act.  The state program may require that specific goals and objectives be met, to the maximum extent practicable, before a determination of consistency can be made. Some states may require that the appropriate National Environmental Policy Act (NEPA) documentation be prepared in conjunction with the Coastal Zone Consistency Determination.  This SOW does not include the preparation of NEPA documentation.  It is advised that the contractor or appropriate Air Force representative contact the state representative for implementation of the Coastal Zone Management Act for an informal discussion of the project prior to submission of a formal determination.  This will help the contractor determine early on what needs to be addressed in the Coastal Consistency Determination and the format preferred by the state for each specific project.





1.1	INTRODUCTION





The purpose of this Statement of Work (SOW) is to obtain, in a timely manner, a Coastal Zone Consistency Determination for <Insert:  Project Name> at <Insert:  Installation Name>.





1.2	BACKGROUND





The Coastal Zone Management Act of 1972 established a national policy to preserve, protect, develop, and, where possible, restore and enhance coastal zone resources.  In order to provide effective management of the coastal zone, federal agencies are required to prepare a Coastal Zone Consistency Determination in accordance with the approved state coastal management program implementing the federal consistency provisions.  Coastal Zone Consistency Determinations are provided to assure that all federally conducted or supported activities, including development projects directly affecting the coastal zone, are undertaken in a manner consistent with approved state coastal zone management programs to the maximum extent practicable. 2.0	SCOPE OF WORK

2.1	BACKGROUND RESEARCH

2.2	METHODOLOGY DEVELOPMENT





The contractor shall develop a methodology for conducting the Coastal Zone Consistency Determination.  It shall include guidance provided by the state coastal zone management program office and the AFCEE Regional Compliance Office, as well as methods agreed upon during the data collection trip and discussed during the Technical Interchange Meeting at the close of data collection activities, or as approved by the contracting officer’s representative (COR). 





2.3	DATA ANALYSIS





The contractor shall develop a comprehensive project description including graphics and architectural renderings, if appropriate, to detail the locations of project activities that will effect the coastal zone.  The contractor shall analyze and evaluate supporting data including <Insert:  resources required by state program such as land use, biological, cultural, water quality, visual, and other aesthetics> to determine the effects of the project on the coastal zone.  The amount of detail in the evaluation shall be commensurate with the expected effects of the activity on the coastal zone and the requirements of the state coastal zone management program. 





2.4	CONSISTENCY DETERMINATION

3.2	COASTAL ZONE CONSISTENCY DETERMINATION





3.2.1  Draft Coastal Zone Consistency Determination:  The amount of data within all sections of the Coastal Zone Consistency Determination shall be commensurate with the expected effects of the activity on the coastal zone.  The specific format used for the consistency determination should follow the state of <Insert:  state name> regulations implementing the Coastal Zone Management Act.
