1.0 Introduction





1.1 Scope. This statement of work (SOW) describes contractor required services necessary to conduct detailed sampling, analysis, and monitoring (SAM) operations that will provide profile information characterizing the stormwater pollution effluents at the U.S. Army Air Defense Artillery Center (USAADAC).  The contractor shall complete the tasks as described in this SOW.





The contractor shall provide SAM support to the USAADAC by identifying and testing all non-point sources on post, identify pollution sources and possible impacts to the Fort Bliss Storm Water Pollution Prevention Plan (SWP3), monitor industrial discharges monthly for first three months and  semi-annually thereafter not to exceed one year, provide analytical data from SAM activiteis in tabular format, provide a graphical description of the sampling test locations on map(s), provide discharge volume data neccessary to establish baseline conditions for permit application, and to prepare a technical report detailing work completed under this SOW.





The contractor shall also provide additional support by developing necessary documents or forms to document deficiencies, generating specifications for needed compliance and  specifically identifying and estimating environmental equipment. Work shall not begin without authorization provided by the Contracting Officer.





1.2  Background - The Department of Defense (DOD) is committed to the protection of the environment.  It is the intent of the USAADAC, Fort Bliss, TX to comply with the Clean Water Act (CWA).





1.2.1  Environmental Compliance - The federal CWA of 1977 and its reauthorization in 1987 (PL 92-500, 33 USC 1251 et seq.) regulates point and non-point discharges into surface waters and publicly-owned treatment works (POTWs).  Section 313(a) specifies that federal facilities must comply with federal, state and local requirements including categorical effluent limitations contained in 40 CFR Parts 405 through 471.  Facilities must obtain discharge permits under the National Pollutant Discharge Elimination System (NPDES).  Wastewater includes sanitary sewage, stormwater, nonpoint source surface water discharge and industrial wastes.  Wastewater facilities can include oil/water/fuel separators, pretreatment facilities, and industrial wastewater treatment plants.

2.0  COMPLIANCE REQUIREMENTS

3.1.9  Water Quality 





As specified in individual delivery orders, The contractor shall conduct sampling, analysis, and monitoring activities in order to establish a baseline characterization profile of the stormwater effluents discharged from Fort Bliss.


The contractor shall identify pollution sources and possible impacts to the Fort Bliss SWP3 and monitor industrial discharges monthly for first three months and  semi-annually thereafter not to exceed one year.

Drinking Water 





Public drinking water quality is regulated under the SDWA.  However, many installations of concern to the Government are not considered to be public water systems because the facility (1) stores and distributes, but does not collect or treat drinking water, (2) gets all of its water from a public water system that is owned and operated by another party, or (3) does not sell water.  Nevertheless, AFR 161-44 does require compliance with drinking water standards and monitoring requirements. 





As specified in individual delivery orders, contractor shall conduct activities such as training of personnel for certification to operate a treatment or distribution system, analyzing water treatment methods, and preparing operational plans.  (CDRL A001, A002, A005, A006, A007, A008, A009, A00A, A00B, A00C, and A00D)





 3.1.9.2  Wastewater: Stormwater and Non-point Source Surface Discharges.





As specified in individual delivery orders, The contractor shall conduct sampling, analysis, and monitoring activities in order to establish a baseline characterization profile of the stormwater effluents discharged from Fort Bliss. The contractor will utilize the information contained in the draft SWP3 to initiate the work under this delivery order. Minor modifications may be necessary after the SWP3 is accepted as final. The contractor shall utilize existing data, SWP3, and “Master Planning Drainage Plan for Future Development” documents as guidance information in the development and implementation of this SOW.





3.1.9.2.1  The contractor shall prepare and submit a workplan, to include project timetables, detailing delivery dates of required deliverable products and project completion.





3.1.9.2.2  The contractor shall prepare a Sampling, Analysis and Monitoring Plan for the sampling, analyzing, and monitoring non-point storm water pollution sources identified in the draft SWP3.  In addition, the contractor shall identify any remaining non-point sources that require monitoring as necessary to implement these new waste streams into the SWP3.  The contractor shall identify potential impacts to the SWP3 from these non-point source locations. All field work and actual measurements shall be performed in accordance with applicable regulations established under NPDES requirements and US Army Environmental Hygiene Agency guidance for Storm Water Group Permit Application.  All stormwater discharge water analysis shall be performed in accordance with the Federal General Permit Parameters as a minimum.





3.1.9.2.3  The contractor shall sample and analyze industrial discharges at Ft Bliss monthly for a period of three months and semi-annually thereafter for one year in accordance with the approved SAM Plan (SOW paragraph 3.1.9.2.2).  Contractor shall provide interim data reports of the results (in tabular form) of the sampling and analysis.





3.1.9.2.4  The contractor shall provide layout of sampling points showing outfalls or monitoring points in a graphical (maps) format.  All points shall be numbered sequentially or in a defined order for ease of follow-up sampling.





3.1.9.2.5  The contractor shall prepare a Storm Event Report to provide accurate discharge volume of water during storm events and evaluate data for establishing baseline information for discharge permit applications and augmentation of the SWP3 outfalls.

It is anticipated that additional progress meetings to be held at Ft Bliss, TX will be necessary to the accomplishment of this delivery order task. The contractor shall also prepare the minutes from these meetings.  Meeting minutes shall include a summary of key issues discussed and their disposition, a list of meeting attendees with addresses and telephone numbers, and any other pertinent information discussed at the meeting.(CDRL B002)
