1.0	DESCRIPTION OF WORK





	1.1	INTRODUCTION  





		1.1.1  The purpose of this contract is to provide services, as needed, for pumping, transporting and disposing of used petroleum as well as removal and recycling of used oil filters that are generated and stored at Sheppard AFB.      Used petroleum is subject to EPA regulation under 40 CFR Part 266 and 31 TAC 330.  Used oil filters are subject to regulation under 57 FR 21524 and 31 TAC 330.1180-1189.





	1.2	SCOPE OF WORK





		1.2.1  The Contractor shall provide all necessary labor and equipment to pump and transport approximately 2,500 gallons of used petroleum (stored at various locations on Sheppard AFB) approximately six (6) times per year.  The Contractor will also provide all necessary labor and services to pick up and recycle crushed oil filters from various locations on Sheppard AFB upon call.  Disposal of the used petroleum shall only be through reuse, recycling, or burning for energy recovery.





		1.2.2  The Contractor shall remove all free liquids from used petroleum storage containers.

2.0 PRINCIPLE FEATURES AND SPECIFICATIONS





	2.1  PUMP AND TRANSPORT VESSEL





		2.1.1  The Contractor's pump and transport vessel must be approved for use with either flammable or combustible materials by the Federal Department of Transportation (DOT).  The Contractor shall transport oil and fuel waste in separate vehicles to avoid commingling as required by state regulation.  





		2.1.2  The Contractor's vessel must be clean.  For the purpose of this contract, "clean" is defined as free from residues of any hazardous materials/substances obtained from previous activities on or off base.  "Hazardous Materials/Substances" are defined as any substance listed in either 40 CFR Part 261 - Identification and Listing of Hazardous Waste, or 31 TAC Chapter 335, Subchapter R - Waste Classification, Appendix 1, Table 1 - Constituents of Concern and their Maximum Leachable Concentrations, Table 2 - Flammable Solids and Table 3 - Maximum Contaminate Levels.  This includes, but is not limited to:  solvents, detergents or biodegradable substances.





		2.1.3  Used oil filters must be recycled. All used oil recovered from the filters must be reclaimed and all scrap metal recycled.  Under no circumstances will used oil filters be disposed of in a landfill.





		2.1.4  The Contractor will provide properly labeled containers for storing used oil filters on Sheppard AFB.   The containers will have lids that can be tightly sealed.





		2.1.5	The Contractor will provide manifests for transportation and disposal of wastes as required by Texas law.  The manifests must include the date, final destination, and name and address of both the generator and the transporter.  The Government point of contact must receive documentation of receipt from the recycler within time limits specified in 31 TAC 330. 





		2.1.6	The Contractor must provide proof of proper registration with the Texas Natural Resource Conservation Commission and the Texas Railroad Commission and copies of all applicable Federal, state and local permits.





	2.2	SERVICE PROCEDURE





		2.2.1	The Contractor shall provide service during normal base duty hours and within four (4) business days of notification by the base technical point of contact.  If the technical POC deems it necessary, the Contractor shall be escorted to the used petroleum/filter pick up sites. The Contractor shall remove all free liquids from containers, and replace or leave empty containers on site.  The quantity of used petroleum that is picked up at each individual site shall be provided to the Technical POC before the Contractor leaves Sheppard AFB.





		2.2.2	The minimum number of services per year is four (4).





	2.3	REGULATORY COMPLIANCE

			2.3.1.3  Registration with the Texas Railroad Commission as required by 16 TAC 5.43.





			2.3.1.4  Compliance with all applicable Federal, state and local regulations, including the US Department of Transportation (DOT) regulations such as placarding and insurance requirements.





	2.4	SAFETY AND ENVIRONMENTAL CONCERNS





		2.4.1	The Contractor shall assume responsibility for initiating any and all cleanup measures for unauthorized discharges, spills or negligent releases caused by the Contractor.  Cleanup provisions shall be in accordance with the 82D Training Wing Spill Prevention, Control and Countermeasures Plan and the Contaminated and Used Petroleum Management Plan.





		2.4.2	All waste generated by the Contractor belongs to and is the responsibility of the Contractor.  The Contractor shall properly dispose of any hazardous waste generated as a result of Contractor activities in accordance with 40 CFR Parts 260-268.  The Contractor shall provide both the Technical POC and the Contracting Officer with written documentation (i.e. a copy of the manifest) for the disposal of any hazardous waste generated by the Contractor while executing this contract.
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
