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I.	DESCRIPTION OF TASK





	1.1	Introduction





		1.1.1.	Wright-Patterson Air Force Base is an applicant to an Air Force Group Permit that requires the development of a storm water management plan and a cross connection certification.





		1.1.2.	Federal and State regulations require the base to submit an industrial storm water permit and develop a storm water management plan.  Limited investigation by base personnel indicate that sanitary and industrial cross connections exist to the storm water system.  The base needs to identify and investigate these cross connections.  The base also needs to develop a storm water management plan to prevent contaminants from entering the storm water system.





		1.1.3.	This task will provide information on industrial areas that the base must evaluate for their storm water management.  It inspects storm water conveyances for unauthorized industrial discharges, provides a storm water management plan, and creates a storm water monitoring protocol.





	1.2	Scope





		1.2.1	The contractor shall develop the storm water management plan that meets federal and state regulations and perform a cross connection survey for the base.  The plan shall include the elements identified in the Ohio National Pollution Discharge Elimination System (NPDES) General Permit (see 1.4).

	1.4	Tasks





		1.4.1		Storm Water Management Plan





		1.4.1.1	The contractor shall collect the information required to develop a storm water control plan for the base.





		1.4.1.2.	The plan shall include the following:





		1.4.1.2.1	Identification of members and responsibilities of a storm water pollution prevention team responsible for the development, maintenance, and revision of the plan.





		1.4.1.2.2	A site map that outlines the drainage area and surface water for each industrial storm water outfall.





		1.4.1.2.3	A site map that identifies existing storm water control measures to reduce pollutants.





		1.4.1.2.4	A site map that identifies the location of significant material storage and disposal, major spills or leaks, fuel stations, vehicle and equipment maintenance, cleaning areas, loading and unloading areas, areas where wastes are treated, stored or disposed, liquid storage tanks, processing areas, and storage areas that are exposed to precipitation.





		1.4.1.2.5	An inventory and narrative description of the areas identified in section 1.4.1.2.4 that covers these activities from the present and three previous years.  The narrative shall include practices used to minimize runoff and structural/non-structural controls.  This narrative shall consider traditional management practices (vegetative swales, reuse for irrigation, inlet controls, snow management activities, infiltration devices, and wet detention/retention) and shall recommend implementation where reasonable and appropriate.





		1.4.1.2.6	A summary of sampling data





		1.4.1.2.7	A description of the storm water control measures used by the facility or required to minimize storm water contamination.  These measures shall at a minimum include good housekeeping, preventive maintenance, spill prevention and response, inspection, training, record keeping, and reporting procedures.





		1.4.1.2.8	A discussion of the method and results of the test/evaluation used to identify cross-connections and non-storm water discharges to the storm system.  After discussion of the method the contractor shall certify that WPAFB has been tested/evaluated for the presence of non-storm water discharges.





		1.4.1.2.9	The plan shall identify areas which, due to topography, activities, or other factors, have high potential for significant soil erosion and identify measures to limit erosion.





		1.4.1.2.10 The plan shall specify inspection and reporting criteria for material handling areas, 					 structural controls, sediment controls, and equipment needed to implement the plan.





		1.4.1.2.11 The plan shall include an estimate of the acres drained in each outfall area and the 					 percentage of the acreage that is impervious.





		1.4.2		Identification of Non-Storm Water Discharges





		1.4.2.1	The contractor shall use water, smoke, or dye testing to identify anomalies and improper connections to the storm system.  Video confirmation shall be performed on areas where significant problems are identified up to a maximum of 37,000 linear feet.  The contractor shall identify the source of the flow from areas that run during non-rain periods.  In cases where the source of flow during non-rain periods cannot be identified even with video equipment, the contractor shall identify the areas in the plan.





		1.4.2.2.	The contractor shall specifically identify all discharges into the storm water system that are not storm related.  The contractor shall then certify outfall areas have either no non-storm water discharges or shall specify the exact sources for that outfall area.





	1.5		Reports, Plans, and Materials





		1.5.1		The contractor shall provide in the form of a letter report (para 6.1, Seq No.18) a record of all conferences, informal meetings, discussions, verbal direction, telephone conversations, etc., in which the contractor or the contractor's subcontractor participate on matters relative to the direction of work for this effort.  These letters (in either letter or memo-for-record form) shall be numbered sequentially.  The letters shall identify participating personnel, subject(s) discussed, and summarize guidance and conclusions.





		1.5.2		The contractor shall provide a storm water pollution prevention management plan (para 6.1, Seq No.4).  This plan shall be prepared as described in the task order and shall include maps, management practices, sampling protocol, and identification of storm water non-point sources.





		1.5.3		The contractor shall provide pictures of the results of any video confirmation and recommendations for repairs and modifications in the storm water report (para 6.1, Seq No. 4).





	1.6		Miscellaneous Requirements





		1.6.1		The contractor shall contact the Ohio Environmental Protection Agency's Southwest District Office to receive approval to use dye for testing as state regulations restrict the use of color-producing dye in certain cases.





		1.6.2		If the contractor uses a smoke test, the fire department and the affected building managers must be notified three days in advance of the testing.





		1.6.3		Meetings and conferences





		1.6.3.1	Kick-off Meeting:  A kick-off meeting will be held at WPAFB 15 days after award of the contract.





		1.6.3.2	Coordination Conference:  Up to four additional coordination conferences may be held at the request of the contractor or the government during contract performances.  Two of the conferences will be to review the drafts of the storm water management plan.
