Minnesota Air National Guard Nominated to Receive Award

The Minnesota Air National Guard will receive a Hazardous Waste Compliance Recognition Award at the Minnesota Pollution Control Agency's (MPCA) Seventh Annual Hazardous Waste Conference to be held March 13 and 14 in Bloomington, Minnesota. The base was nominated to receive a Level 2 Facility Award, after a base wide compliance inspection by the MPCA resulted in zero violations.

The Hazardous Waste Compliance Recognition Awards Program recognizes those generators and facilities who help the MPCA protect the environment by complying with State and Federal hazardous waste rules and regulations, and by implementing pollution prevention measures.

Eligible facilities are those who are permitted and have been inspected during the calendar year. They may be nominated for the award by permit writers or inspectors. There are two levels of recognition:

Level 1: The facility is in compliance at inspection, or if not in compliance, demonstrates outstanding effort and timeliness to achieve or return to compliance.

Level 2: The facility is in compliance at inspection and demonstrates outstanding effort towards preventing pollution, such as: 

     Top and middle management committed to pollution prevention; 

     Line employees encouraged to be actively involved in pollution prevention; 

     Actively seek and implement appropriate pollution prevention measures; 

     Share their pollution prevention expertise within their industry and/or community; and/or 

     Exemplary cooperation with the MPCA and other environmental agencies. 

The facility was nominated by the MPCA inspectors as a result of a June 1996 inspection which resulted in zero violations, and showed an outstanding effort toward pollution prevention.
